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Guidance for applying to add unit credit for Meeting Local Needs (MLN)
Introduction
In certain circumstances, units in the specification might not allow your centre to meet a specific local need. For this reason the rules of combination have been developed to allow you to make use of units from other accredited QCF BTEC specifications.
Before applying to add unit credit via MLN:

1. Apply online if you can.

2. Use this form if your request has been declined or is not available to you through Edexcel online.
3. MLN can be useful but you must have a good rationale and evidence to accompany your request
4. You must ensure that all your learners are not disadvantaged.
5. You should ensure you make maximum use of the choice available to you within the specialist. units of the qualification before considering the use of MLN.
6. You need to check that units are accredited and are of an appropriate level and credit value.

7. We will not approve your request if we feel the structure will undermine the integrity of the qualification or disadvantage learners.
Please also consider:

· Only units from other Level 2 QCF Firsts can be added to QCF Firsts. 

· Only units from other Level 3 QCF Nationals can be added to QCF Nationals.

· Only Level 4 and Level 5 QCF Higher National units can be added to QCF Higher Nationals.

Rules

This guide is an overview of rules relating to the use of MLN units within the Qualification and Credit Framework (QCF). 
· Delivery of any unit through MLN should only begin after its addition has been agreed with Edexcel.

· MLN units cannot replace Mandatory units.

· MLN units cannot be added to QCF Specialist Qualifications. Units taken from QCF Specialist/ Professional Qualifications cannot be added as MLN.
