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What is the Level 3 BTEC National Diploma in Media Production (Interactive Media)?

The BTEC National Diploma in Media Production (Interactive Media) will give you a more

comprehensive understanding of the specialist skills and knowledge needed to help you begin 

a successful career in media production, with a focus on the interactive media sector.You will gain 

insight into the career opportunities available in the media industry, enabling you to make an 

informed choice regarding career progression or moving on to further study.

The course is designed to be adaptable to your abilities and career aspirations: it consists of five core

units, two mandatory specialist units, plus your choice of further specialist units (which totals 1080

guided learning hours).The structure of the course allows you to focus on areas which interest you 

the most, such as graphic narrative production, digital communication or advertisement production 

for television. Please note that the units studied may vary to meet local or learner needs.
