AIM

To recognise and use familiar times
Learning Outcomes

At the end of the session, the learner will be able to:

· Recognise the time in whole hours, half hours and quarter hours using analogue clocks
· Recognise the time  in whole hours, half hours and quarter hours using digital displays
· Read the time  in whole hours, half hours and quarter hours
· Use the time  in whole hours, half hours and quarter hours to plan events
Aspirations

· For learners to feel confident about using time in whole, half or quarter hours in practical contexts
DIFFERENTIATION:

MUST be able read the time in whole or half hours from digital and analogue displays 

SHOULD be able read the time in quarter hours from digital and analogue displays and read times in words

COULD be able to use times in whole, half or quarter hours to plan events in given time period

Cards for Activities 1 and 2, mini whiteboards, marker pens, large clock face, class set of card clock faces with movable hands

	Introduction
	Introduces theme of session: telling the time, using time each day

Leads discussion: ask open questions such as –

When do you need to know what time it is during the day?

What time do you normally have breakfast?

What time did you leave home to come to class?

How do you show with time whether it is morning or afternoon?

	Telling the time in whole hours and half hours
	Demonstrates telling the time on analogue clock to the hour and half hour

Checks understanding: e.g. asks class ‘show me what time this is?’

Explores any misconceptions.

Writes e.g. 8am, 9.30am, 12.30pm, 5pm, 7.30pm, 11pm on interactive whiteboard and various events e.g. have breakfast, go to work/school etc

Asks learners to match events with times
	Listens and asks questions

Writes times on mini whiteboards 

Individually volunteers to go up to make a match on interactive whiteboard
	Successfully answers questions verbally and completes questions on mini whiteboards

Successfully matches times to appropriate events

	Telling the time in quarter hours
	Demonstrates telling the time on analogue clock to quarter pass and quarter to the hour 

Checks understanding: e.g. asks class ‘show me what time this is?’

Explores any misconceptions.

Establishes understanding that e.g. 10.45 in words is quarter to 11, not three quarters past 10

Writes e.g. 8.15, 12.45, 5.15 etc on interactive whiteboard and various times in words e.g. quarter past 8, quarter to 9, quarter to 1, etc

Asks learners to match events with times
	Listens and asks questions

Writes times on mini whiteboards 

Individually volunteers to go up to make a match on interactive whiteboard


	Successfully answers questions verbally and completes questions on mini whiteboards

Successfully matches times in figures and words

	Activity 1
	Introduces Activity 1
· organises class into small groups or pairs

· ask learners to place clock face cards and digital time cards face up on table

· ask learners to discuss how to match the clock face times with the digital times

· explain that there are more digitial times than clock face times as some are deliberately incorrect

Monitors task using open questions to help learners consolidate their skills in telling the time

· asks learners to now place times in words face up on table

· ask learners to discuss how to match these cards with the matches they have already made

Canvasses matches from different groups and uses them to expose misconceptions and errors
	Decides how to match cards in pairs or small groups

Uses clock faces to move hands to help to explain to each other as required

Compares matches with neighbouring groups


	Successfully matches at least four different clock faces with digital times with times in words

	Activity 2
	Introduces Activity

· organises class into groups of 3

· explains that the task is to plan events for a three day holiday

· gives out event cards, explaining these are all the events to be included in the three (blank cards are for additional optional events)

· gives out time cards, explaining these are suggested times for different events 

· asks learners to place day cards in a row face up

· ask learners to discuss how to plan each day

· ask learners to place events and time cards below each day card to show what is happening and at what time on each day 

Use open questions to help learners construct their own understanding of how to use time to plan events

Canvasses holiday plans for different groups, exposing misunderstandings
	Plans events and times for three day holiday

Places event and time cards for each day to show the plan for each day

Compares plans with other groups
	Successfully plans at least one day
	Event and time cards for activity 2

	Evaluation of the activity
	Collects feedback on how the learners felt participating in the planning activity

Reviews of aims and closes session


	Talks about how learners feel about their skills in telling and using time to the nearest hour, half hour or quarter hour

Talks about the game:

· How it felt to work in a pair or group

· How useful it is to plan activities in this way
