Many people think that Alki Zei first appeared as a writer with a book for children. Thirty
three years had to go by before we discovered "Alki of the Occupation years", the
enthusiastic young woman, who had just finished school and was writing short stories. She
would send these short stories to the magazine "Young Voices", secretly from her strict
father, who did not like such things at all, and secretly from Giorgos Sevasticoglou, who later
became her husband, because she was afraid that he might not like them and might leave her.
All in all, there were five short stories published before the "Young Voices" stopped coming
out, due to the hard conditions of those times.

Talking in a radio interview about the book, that has just come out and contains those
first short stories, and about those first tentative steps in the world of literature, Alki Zei said:
"l was rather a quiet child and from a young age I preferred to express myself through

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Section 2 — Topics and Texts

The answer should be fairly evenly divided between causes and consequences. Under
causes it should make reference to the pre-war divisions of Left and Right, the
continuation of those divisions under the German occupation, and allied policy
towards the two political ‘camps' within the Greek resistance. Under consequences it
should refer to initial political disorder, evolving attitudes to democratic processes,
and the role of America in political and economic development.

The answer should refer to both successes and failures but need not treat them at
equal length. It should give examples of the political, social and economic events
which mark the Metaxas era, evaluating them positively or negatively as seems
appropriate. It should include reference to Metaxas's foreign policy and the position
of Greece in relation to the Axis powers and the Allies, at least as far as the Italian
campaign.

The answer should look at the development (or lack of it) in political, economic and
social institutions in the relevant decade. The political disturbances of 1931, and their
consequences, would offer a point of departure for the discussion. Clear factual
examples of each point need to be given.

The answer should look at internal progress and stability, the relative position of the
two communities, the relationship with Greece and the growing confrontational
position of Turkey. Clear factual examples of each point need to be given.

The answer should describe the forms which tourism takes in the region concerned,
and should look at its economic effect, its environmental impact and its socio-cultural
influence. Some statistical evidence is to be expected. Concrete examples of each
category should be given, but anecdotal 'evidence' is to be avoided. Positive and
negative effects should be included, though the proportions will vary from region to
region.

The answer should describe the main environmental features of the region concerned,
and the problems they raise, and should consider issues relating to the air, water, plant
and animal life and the human population as appopriate to each region. Some
statistical evidence is to be expected. Concrete examples should be given, but
anecdotal 'evidence' is to be avoided. Any environmental action taken by government
agencies or national/international interest groups should be assessed.

The answer should briefly indicate in what sense urban women's life might be
distinguished from rural women's lives in the period. With reference to the two poles
of freedom and constriction, it should look at the role of unmarried women within the
family, the position of married women within the family, and the changing position of
women in the work place. It should consider how far the Occupation and Civil War
period acted as a catalyst for change. It should end by evaluating the relative roles of
change and stasis in urban women's lives across the period. It is important to illustrate
all points with concrete examples and evidence drawn from reading.

The answer should distinguish between rural and urban family life. It should consider
the role of the extended family in the first half of the century, the growth of the
nuclear family in urban contexts, and changing attitudes to motherhood, fatherhood
and the independence of children. It is important to illustrate all points with concrete
examples and evidence drawn from reading.

The answer should examine examples of the historical, mythical and symbolic
functions of Alexandria in the poems. Close reference to a minimum of three poems
would seem desirable if this is to be done effectively.

The answer should look at the value Kavafis places on beauty, the ways in which he
invokes physical beauty and the relationship between beauty and art in the poems.
Close reference to a minimum of three poems would seem desirable if this is to be
done effectively.

The answer should make reference to the co-existence of Jews, Greeks and Turks in
pre-war Smyrna and to the processes and consequences of the breakdown of inter-
racial harmony. Close illustrative reference to relevant sections of text for each point
would be essential.

The answer should make reference to the physical and symbolic loss of Smyrna/Greek
Asia Minor, and should relate these to the processes of loss experienced in 'growing
up', as explored in the novel. Close illustrative reference to relevant sections of text
for each point would be essential.

The answer should look at how class is defined and exemplified in at least three of the
'stories' in the collection, and how class difference is used to parallel and throw light
on other sorts of difference. The 'narrator's' sense of class difference and his response
to it is an important element in the texts. Close illustrative reference to relevant
sections of text for each point would be essential.

The answer will probably focus on the 'marrator', and look at the kinds of isolation he
experiences. However, it would also be possible to choose a range of 'third-person’
forms of isolation and discuss their presentation, or to give examples of both kinds. It
is important not just to describe, but also to show the importance of the theme within
the examples chosen. The narrator, for example, both benefits from, and suffers
because of, being alone. Close illustrative reference to relevant sections of text for
each point would be essential.

The answer should be evenly divided between the two chosen stories, should illustrate
human relationships and should discuss the slant on them which Samarakis offers.
While a pessimistic interpretation is likely to prevail, an example of a more positive
attitude should also be provided. Close illustrative reference to relevant sections of
text for each point would be essential.
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8.b)  The answer should look at communication in terms of how language is used/misused
and in terms of the communication of ideas, emotions and values. Close illustrative
reference to relevant sections of at least three stories for each point would be
essential.
