GCSE 2009 Physical Education – Anatomy & Physiology

At our launch events you confirmed our view, which we had discussed with QCA, that Anatomy & Physiology should continue to be part of our new GCSE specification.  In December, we sent a questionnaire by e-mail to over 1,000 PE teachers asking ‘would you like to see Anatomy and Physiology in the new specification?’ 96.5% responded ‘Yes’.

You also told us that Anatomy & Physiology makes studying Physical Education far more interesting and relevant to students. It provides students with a solid basic grounding that can be applied to other areas, such as exercise and fitness and is important for progression to GCE. 

Based on your responses we have gone back to QCA in order to add aspects of Anatomy & Physiology in Unit 1 and they have agreed this.  The revised pages can be found on our website, and in addition we will send you a hard copy of these pages to replace those currently in your GCSE PE folder.
Also, in response to feedback from teachers, Roller Hockey has now been added to the list of activities for Unit 2.
