You will carry out
two activities from the
following:

* an open interaction.
This will be like a non-
scripted play and could
relate to a
transactional situation

» a discussion with your
teacher about a photo
or picture that you
have brought in of
something personal
to you

» a short presentation
about something that
interests you.

You will carry out two
pieces of writing, for
example an article for
a magazine, a web

page, a blog, or a letter.

You can take either a
Foundation Tier or
Higher Tier paper in
each skill.

In the listening test, you
will answer questions
on recorded material
from different topic
areas. Some material
will be formal (for
example a telephone
message) and some
informal (for example a
conversation between
friends).

In the reading test, you
will answer questions
about short texts on
different topics, for
example text messages,
advertisements and
emails.
