What is the best order to take the modules in?

There isn’t one. It depends on the options you choose, and on many other factors. Some centres will want to teach more or less chronologically. Others may choose to give equal weight to each unit such as in this example. However, you need to ensure that 40 % (two units) are assessed at the end of the course. One of these units can be controlled assessment which could be taken in January of Year 2 and submitted in June, which would allow students to sit only one examination in each assessment series.
How should I fit in Unit 3 Option D: The work of the historian?
You can fit this in as for any other Source Enquiry option. You can also choose to teach this alongside a Unit 2 option.
