Example 1

To leave as long as possible for students to prepare for assessment.

Year 10

Terms 1-3: Cover all common topic areas and themes, giving students as much choice as possible for controlled assessment.

Year 11

Terms 1 and 2: Students choose controlled assessment theme(s), then prepare and carry out controlled assessment when they are ready.

Submit final marks for speaking and sample recordings in January or May. Submit students’ written work in January or May.

Term 3: Students revise for listening and reading exams in June.

Example 2

Students take listening and reading exams at end of Year 10, leaving Year 11 free for controlled assessment.

Year 10

Terms 1-3: Cover all common topic areas.

Students take Listening and Reading exams in June.

Year 11

Terms 1 and 2: Students choose controlled assessment theme(s), then prepare and carry out the controlled assessment when they are ready.

Submit final marks for speaking and sample recordings in May. Submit students’ written work in May.

Example 3

Modular: students prepare and carry out controlled assessment tasks throughout Years 10 and 11. Modules could consist of groupings suggested opposite, but with Group A broken into two units. You could ‘archive’ the work produced in Year 10 and submit the best pieces (or marks) in Year 11.

Year 10

Term 1: Cover Group A Unit 1. Students prepare and carry out controlled assessment from Group A Unit 1.

Term 2: Cover Group A Unit 2. Students prepare and carry out controlled assessment from Group A Unit 2.

Term 3: Cover Group B. Students prepare and carry out controlled assessment from Group B.

‘Archive’ controlled assessment work, for review in Year 11.

Year 11

Term 1: Cover Group C. Students prepare and carry out controlled assessment from Group C.

‘Archive’ controlled assessment work, for review in Term 2.

Term 2: Review completed controlled assessment work with students. Students re-do tasks, or complete new tasks, if necessary.

Submit final marks for speaking and sample recordings in May. Submit students’ written work in May.

Term 3: Students revise for Listening and Reading exams in June.
