BT16
- Epilate the hair follicle using diathermy, galvanic and blend techniques

BT17
- Provide head and body massage treatments

BT18
- Improving body condition using electro-therapy

BT19
- Improve face and skin condition using electro-therapy

BT21
- Provide massage using pre-blended aromatherapy oils

BT26 – Enhance appearance using cosmetic camouflage. 

The evidence requirements presently state, ‘have carried out treatment on male and female clients’ which have now been amended to read, ‘have carried out treatments on one type of clients’.
