Key Skill and Core Skill Signposting for
Logistics Operations Management

Introduction

· This signposting exercise covers the new national occupational standards for Logistics Operations Management.

· The signposting is based on the most recent versions of the QCA Key Skills and SQA Workplace Core Skills.

· There are two matrices: one for Key Skills and one for Core Skills.  The vertical axes of the matrices only include the key or core skills that have been signposted.  The horizontal axes comprise 12 new Skills for Logistics units.

· The signposting does not include any units imported from other standards setting bodies.  Skills for Logistics accepts the signposting undertaken by the originating Standards Setting Body for any units imported into its qualification structures.

· The matrices identify with a tick where there is a potential to provide evidence for key or core skills.  While undertaking each unit, it is possible that a candidate could generate evidence to demonstrate the performance of key or core skills.  The matrices are, however, indicative, and are not definitive.  How candidates perform their activities, including the scope provided by their employer, affects the amount of evidence that can be used for assessing key or core skills.

· The matrices indicate where key or core skills are most likely to be evidenced.  This does not mean that a candidate might not demonstrate other key or core skills that are not indicated.

· The matrices provide an indication of the level of the key or core skills that can be evidenced: again, this is only indicative, and it might be that an individual candidate can demonstrate a higher or lower level version of the key or core skill.
