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The three-language Mawrid dictionary

If we want to read poetry or novels or if we are interested in science and technological developments, or if we have
problems understanding words, then the best aid for us from today is the * three-language Mawrid Arabic-English-
French dictionary’ by the author Rawhi al-Baalbakki.

It is the first dictionary to have three languages using an easy and modern style allowing the reader to find different
meanings for words depending on its uses. He will also be able to makes immediate comparisons between the two
languages French and English, which will help him to master both languages especially after the unification of Europe
and the widespread use of both languages. So, the word appears firstly in Arabic, followed by the way it is
pronounced, then synonyms, definitions and an explanation of the word in Arabic, then English, then French.

The three-language Mawrid brings the Arab user closer to the English and French meaning so he can express himself
using them. He can, therefore, easily use a modern style and the language of the press and media which uses Arabie
words and translate these into the foreign language. It also makes it easy for the person who has a limited knowledge
of Arabic to understand the word and its pronuneciation and to understand its particular meaning in his own language of
English or French.
