	Task Two

a) Research TWO organisations associated with beneficial alternatives to paid work that provide opportunities, advice or support to an individual and give details of the services they offer. 

b) Present your research as an information sheet, poster or leaflet that would be helpful for anyone looking to find out more about different alternatives to paid work.

Your poster/leaflet should include the following information:

- Two  examples of different types of organisations that are associated with alternatives paid work 

- Contact details for each organisation – website, email, telephone etc.

- A short description of what each organisation does making sure that at least TWO examples of the type of opportunities of services or roles that each organisation offers in terms of alternatives to paid work (e.g. volunteering roles that they offer)are clearly identified.
