· Step 1 - Centre Approval

Existing Edexcel-approved centres are able to run these qualifications by completing an Intention to Offer form which can be found at http://www.edexcel.com/quals/skillsforlife/esol/levels/Pages/default.aspx
· Step 2 - Internal Verification
Each centre must appoint an internal verifier who will be able to confirm the consistency and quality of assessment in the centre across assessors by:

· advising on interpretation of the National Standards

· co-ordinating assessment practice

· providing advice and support to teachers/assessors

· regular sampling of assessments to confirm the accuracy of  teacher/assessor judgements

· maintaining assessment documentation

· taking part in any appeals

· providing feedback to the teacher/assessors, the centre and to Edexcel.

· Step 3 – Centre Support

A letter is sent to the centre informing you of the programme number (to register learners) together with a centre support pack. This will include the key forms you will need, practice material and the ESOL national standards.

· Step 4 – Registering Candidates
A centre registers candidates using either Edexcel Online (BTEC screens) or EDI, the registration will be processed and confirmation of registration will be sent. An External Verifier will be allocated to centres approximately 7 days after registrations have been made.
