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Examination

All Edexcel’'s IGCSEs are 100% externally assessed and are graded in the same way

as our UK GCSEs (A* — G). For tiered qualifications, such as Maths A, foundation tier
papers are targeted at grades C to G, and higher tier papers are targeted at grades A*
to D. IGCSE Maths Specification B and Further Pure Maths differ, and are graded A* — E.
Edexcel's IGCSE grading structure gives students of all abilities the opportunity to gain
good results.

Our IGCSE exam papers were improved to ensure they provide clear and simple
instructions in order to accommodate those students whose first language may
not be English.

Assessment methodology

Our IGCSEs follow a similar pattern of assessment to the UK GCSE with
examinations designed to enable students to demonstrate both their analytical skills
and their subject knowledge.

A key feature which IGCSEs share with GCSEs is the awarding of the highest grade of A*.

This is above grade A and is reserved for the highest achievers only.

IGCSE assessments also embrace the principle of ‘positive marking’. This ensures
that students are given credit for what they know, understand and can do rather
than penalising them for what they do not know. This encouraging aspect of IGCSE
examination is designed to enable teacher and learner to focus on future study.

Coursework option

Some IGCSE specifications have a coursework element. Although this is not a
requirement for the qualification, it gives teachers the option to set tasks
embedded in the course that will allow students to practise different skills.

However, because all Edexcel IGCSEs are 100% externally assessed, schools can still
offer these IGCSE qualifications even if their teachers are not coursework specialists.
